GENERAL PROVISIONS

Toyota Financial Services Kazakhstan Microfinance Organization Limited Liability Partnership
(the “Company™) is established in the Republic of Kazakhstan by Toyota Financial Services (UK)

obligations in accordance with the requirements for large business under the legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Company shall comply with the Applicable Law, including prudential and other requirements
provided by the authorized state body, and the corporate governance principles and rules of the
Toyota group.

The duration of the Company shall be unlimited.

ARTICLE 3
PURPOSE AND ACTIVITIES OF THE COMPANY

The objective of the Company shall be to carry on business as a microfinance organization and
other activities that are permitted by the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan on Microfinance
Organizations dated 26 November 2012 for the purposes of receiving income, including the
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following activities:
8) providing microfinance loans to individuals and legal entities,

b) taking loans (except for loans from individuals acting in the course of business) and receiving
subsidies from residents and non-residents of the Republic of Kazakhstan,

¢} depositing idle assets with second-tier banks,

d) using and disposing pledged property received to secure borrower’s obligations under an
agreement on provision of microfinance loan, as provided under the Applicable Law,

e) acquiring shares or participatory interest in the charter capital of credit bureaus, microfinance
organizations, organizations providing services on collection of cash, coins and valuables, and
organizations with a license to carry out security services,

f) selling its own property,

g) rendering consultancy services in relation to provision of microfinance loans,
h) leasing its own property,

i) carrying out leasing activity, including financial and operating leasing,

j) selling, publishing and promoting special literature on the business activity of a microfinance
organization in a any information medium,

The Company shall acquire the status of a legal entity in the form of a limited liability partnership,
upon its state registration in accordance with the Applicable Law and acquire its status of a
microfinance organization upon its registration with the National Bank of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, and shall enjoy all the rights and privileges, concessions and exemptions granted to
limited liability partnerships, legal entities and microfinance organizations under the Applicable
Law.

The Company shall maintain books of account and bank accounts in its own name and shall have
the right, on its own behalf, to enter into contracts, to acquire tangible and intangible rights, to enter
into and fulfill obligations, to act as a claimant and defendant in courts and arbitration tribunals in
the Republic of Kazakhstan and abroad and shall exercise any other rights provided by the
Applicable Law.
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The Company shall register and/or inform the competent registration authorities of any
amendments to this Charter if the Applicable Law so requires. The Company shall comply with all
legal requirements relating to the preparation and maintenance or corporate documents and records
and disclosure thereof in accordance with the Applicable Law,

The Company shall be liable for its obligations only to the extent of its assets and shall not be liable
for the obligations of any participant. A participant shall not be liable for the Company’s obligations
and shall bear the risk of losses connected with the Company’s activities only to the extent of its
contributions to the Charter Capital, unless otherwise expressly provided by the Applicable Law.

The Company shall have a corporate stamp, The corporate stamp shall contain the full registered
corporate name of the Company in Kazakh and Russian. The corporate stamp may contain the
registered name of the Company in foreign language and may also contain a trade or service mark,
symbaol, logo or other representation belonging to the Company.

The Company shall have the right to establish branches and representative offices in the Republic
of Kazakhstan and abroad in compliance with the Applicable Law, or legislation of any jurisdiction
where such branches and representative offices are located unless international treaties of the
Republic of Kazakhstan specify otherwise.

ARTICLE 5
RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF A PARTICIPANT

The rights of a participant shall include, without limitation, the right to:

a) participate in the management of the Company in accordance with the Applicable Law and the
Charter,

b} have access to information about the Company’s operations and its accounting and other
documents by any means (audit, written and oral inquiries, etc.) within the terms set forth

hereunder,

c) receive income from the activities of the Company in accordance with the Applicable Law, the
Charter and decisions of the Participant,

d) receive, in the event of liquidation of the Company, income from the sale of remaining assets,
after settlement of creditors’ claims or a portion of such assets in kind,

e) cease participation in the Company by selling, assigning or otherwise transferring its
participatory interest or its part to any other person in accordance with the Applicable Law,

f) assist in identifying eligible employees for employment by the Company,

g) appeal the decisions made by the bodies of the Company, which violate participant’s rights
stipulated by the Applicable Law and/or by the Charter, and

h) acquire and exercise any other rights provided by the Applicable Law and/or the Charter.
In addition to the obligations specified elsewhere in the Charter, a participant shall:

a) fulfill the requirements and obligations provided by the Charter, decisions of the Participant and
the Applicable Law,
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b) pay contributions to the Charter Capital (as defined below) in accordance with the procedure,
in the amount and time stipulated by this Charter and the Applicable Law, and

¢) notify the executive body of the Company in writing, of any change of data regarding the
information related to participant, including its corporate name, location, address, and bank
accounts. B '

A participant shall have other rights, respensibilities, and obligations provided by the Applicable
Law.

ARTICLE 6
CHARTER CAPITAL

The charter capital of the Company (the *“Charter Capital™) shall amount to 2 §50 000 (00 Tenge
(KZT two billion eight hundred fifty million} and shall be paid by the Founder in cash {e.g. bank
transfer), in Tenge. Such contribution shall be made prior to the Company’s state registration with
the justice authorities of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Founder shall have one hundred percent (100%) participatory interest in the property of the
Company (the “Participatory Interest”).

Additional contributions to the Charter Capital may be made in cash (e.g. bank transfer), in Tenge.

The size of the Charter Capital may be changed by a Resolution of the Participant, in the manner
provided by the Applicable Law.

The property of the Company shall be formed through:

a) initial contribution of the Founder to the Charter Capital,

b) additional contributions of participant(s) to the Charter Capital,

¢) income from business and commercial activities of the Company, and

d) property and funds received on grounds not prohibited by the Applicable Law.

The Company shall possess, use and dispose of its property within the limits established by the
Applicable Law and this Charter.

ARTICLE 7
DISTRIBUTION OF NET INCOME

The net income of the Company shall be distributed upon a decision of the Participant in accordance
with the Applicable Law. In addition, if the Company carries losses from previous years, the profit
of the current year shall be first used to cover such losses. No profit shall be distributed unless the
deficit from the previous years is made up. The Company is not entitled to distribute income until
the entire Charter Capital of the Company has been paid in.

The Company shall make such annual allocations from the profit of the Company as may be
necessary to establish and maintain a reserve capital in the amount established by the Participant
in accordance with the Applicable Law. The reserve capital shall be used to cover losses, debts and
unforeseen expenditures, and for other purpose as may be provided under the Applicable Law.
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ARTICLE 8
BODIES OF THE COMPANY

The Company shall be governed by:

a) the sole participant of the Cbmpany (the “Participant™),

b) the executive body of the Company (the *“President™),

c) such other bodies as may be created from time to time by the Participant.

The Participant may decide to create one or more committees, including, but not limited to, an
internal audit committee.

The Company has established the Supervisory Board in order to supervise the activity of the
President.

The authority of the Company’s bodies shall be determined by the present Charter and the
Applicable Law.

ARTICLE 9
PARTICIPANT

The Participant shall act as the supreme body of the Company. Decisions adopted by the Participant
shall be recorded in writing and signed by the Participant or a duly authorized representative of the
Participant.

Without prejudice to the generality of Clause 9.1 specifically and the general provisions of this
Charter, the Participant shall have exclusive competence over the following matters:

a) introduction of amendments and additions to or the restatement of the Company’s Charter,
including changes in the amount of its Charter Capital, place of location and company name,

b) voluntary reorganizations or liquidation of the Company,

c) appointment of a liquidation commission and approval of liquidation balance sheets,

d) determination of the composition, appointment, termination and terms of engagement and
remuneration of the members of the Supervisory Board and the chairman of the Supervisory

Board,

e) determination of the appointment, terms of engagement and remuneration of the President and
early termination of his/her powers,

f) appointment of an internal audit commission (auditor) of the Company and early termination of
its powers as well as the approval of reports and conclusions of such audit commission (auditor)
of the Company,

g) approval of annual financial reports of the Company,
h) approval of the distribution of net income of the Company for a reported finaneial year or

adoption of a decision concerning non distribution of income in cases provided by the
Applicable Law,
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i) establishment of or accession to any other partnershlps within the limits stipulated by the
Applicable Law,

j) determination of the terms and procedures and periods for providing information about the
Company to the Participant and the acquirers of the participatory interest,

k) approval of internal documents of the Company in accordance with the Applicable law, except
for internal documents, approval of which falls within the competence of the President in
accordance with the Charter,

1) adopting a decision on transferring the Company or its property into trust management and
determining conditions of such transfer,

m) resolving to pledge all property of the Company,

n) resolving to make additional contributions to the property of the Company in compliance with
the Applicable Law,

o) approving the rules on provision of microfinance loans, and

p) other issues referred to as the exclusive competence of the Participant in accordance with the
Applicable Law.

Other issues referred to the competence of the Participant, include, but are not limited to:

a) appointment of external auditors of the Company and determination of the remuneration of
the external auditors,

b) opening of branches and representative offices, and

c) approval of working procedures of any internal committee or bodies of the Company that may
be established, determination of the terms of appointment, termination, and remuneration of
members of such committees or bodies.

The Participant is entitled to delegate powers that are not within its exclusive scope of authority to
the President or to the Supervisory Board of the Company. Such delegation of powers by the
Participant shall be evidenced in writing.

The Participant of the Company, regardless of its scope of authority established above, is entitled
to take under its review any issue connected with the activities of the Company.

The Participant cannot delegate his authority, which is within the scope of his exclusive competence
under the Charter, to other bodies or committees of the Company.

ARTICLE 10
PRESIDENT

Subject to the provisions of this Charter, the President shall be the executive body of the Company.
The President shall have authority to take such decisions on behalf of the Company as are not
reserved to the Participant or as delegated to him/her by the Participant and shall carry out his/her
activities as required by the Charter and the Participant.
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The President shall be appointed for a term not exceeding three (3) years in accordance with the
decision of the Participant. The Participant may dismiss the President in accordance with the
Charter and the Applicable Law.

If at any time the President resigns or is removed in accordance with the Charter and the Applicable
Law, then the Participant shall appoint another President to hold such office for aterm not exceeding
three (3) years.

The President shall:
a) implement the decisions of the Participant,
b) act an behalf of the Company in relations with third parties without power of attomey,

c) affix his/her signature to the Company’s official documents, including but not limited to
financial statements and tax returns and other documents stipulated by the internal acts of the
Company,

d) determine what information related to the Company or its business activities constitutes
corporate, commercial or other secrets protected by the Applicable Law,

e) issue powers of attorney to third parties to represent the Company. If the need arises, the
President may delegate by issuance of a power of attorney his powers to a Deputy President
appointed by the President, or in the event that the President is unable to perform his/her duties
for more than seven (7) consecutive working days, the Participant may appoint a Deputy
President or any other official of the Company who shall perform duties of the President until
the President is able to resume his/her duties, or until a new President is appointed by the
Participant in accordance with the Charter and the Applicable Law,

f) with the exception of the members of the internal audit commiitee (if any), issue orders for
appointment, employment, transfer and dismissal, define the system and rates of salaries and
bonuses for the Company’s employees,

g) perform transactions on behalf of the Company in the manner established by the Applicable
Law and this Charter,

h) secure the timely provision of such information on the business activity of the Company to
the members of the Supervisory Board as they shall request, including information of
confidential nature, no later than ten (10) days from the day of receipt of an appropriate request,

i) oversee and administer the day-to-day operations of the Company in accordance with this
Charter and any business plans, budgets and rules and regulations of the Company, as
established and approved by the Participant,

i) submit to the Supervisory Board reporis on the financial position of the Company, and details
of transactions and decisions which may have a material impact upon the status of affairs of the
Company,

k) approve the internal documents, including rules, policies, instructions, procedures, templates of
microcredit agreement and pledge agreement and amendments to them, and other internal
documents regulating the internal activities of the Company and amendments to them, except
for the internal documents, approval of which falls within the exclusive competence of the
Participant in accordance with the Applicable law or the Charter,
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1) decide on behalf of the Company on borrowings from banks, state organisations and funds of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, international and other financial and/or non-financial institutions
without the right to pledge the Company property and perform any actions related to such
decision, and

m) exercise other powers which do not fall within the exclusive competence of the Participant, or
as are granted by the Participant to the President.

The employment contract with the President shall be signed on behalf of the Company by the
Chairman of the Supervisory Board upon the resolution of the Participant authorizing the Chairman
to sign such employment contract. If no Supervisory Board has been appointed, the Participant may
authorize some other person to sign the employment contract with the Pre51dent on behalf of the
Company.

When performing his/her duties, the President shall act at all times in good faith in the interests of
the Company.

Officers of the Company shall be subordinate to the President, who shall control the activity of all
officers and shall be regularly informed as to the status of all operations and the financial condition
of the Company.

The President shall be prohibited from:

a) entering into transactions with the Company which are aimed at obtaining the Company’s rights
with respect to the Company’s property (gifis, loans, gratuitous use, sale and purchase
agreements, etc.) without the consent of the Participant,

b) receiving any commission fees or other benefit from either the Company itself or a third party
referable to transactions entered into by the Company with third parties,

¢) acting on behalf of or in the interests of third parties in their dealings with the Company, and

d) carrying out or being engaged in, whether on his own account or on behalf of any third party,
business activities which compete with the activity of the Company.

The prohibitions provided by Articles 10.8(a)-(c) of this Charter, also relate to the spouse, all direct
descendmg and ascending relatives and siblings of the President. The President shall be responsible
for ensuring compliance by all such persons.

The Participant is entitled to request by judicial order that reimbursement is made by the President
to the Company for damages caused due to infringement of prohibitions, provided by Article 10.8
or relevant sub-articles of Article 10.8 of this Charter, by the President or his/her relatives stated in
Article 10.9 of this Charter.

ARTICLE 11
SUPERVISORY BOARD

The Supervisory Board shall be responsible for the overall supervision of the activities of the
President. The Supervisory Board shall:

a) review the annual financial reports of the Company before they are submitted for approval by
the Participant and recommend in writing to the Participant whether or not to approve such
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reports,

b) receive periodic reports of the President as requested on the financial position of the Company,
and details of transactions and decisions which may have a material impact upon the status of
affairs of the Company, and

¢) monitor the financial and economic operations of the Company. For this purpose the
Supervisory Board has access to any documentation and information, and upon request of the
Supervisory Board, the President shall provide response either orally or in writing within a
reasonable time.

If the Participa_nt appoints an internal audit committee (auditor) of the Company, the Supervisory
Board’s jurisdiction over the matter stipulated in Article 11.1(c} shall cease and be assumed by
such internal audit committee (auditor) of the Company.

The Supervisory Board shall be comprised of at least three (3) members to be appointed by the
Participant for up to five (5) years.

A meeting of the Supervisory Board shall be quorate if at least two (2) members of the Supervisory
Board are present.

Each member of the Supervisory Board shall have one (1) vote in a meeting of the Supervisory
Board. Any decision ofthe Supervisory Board shall be made by a qualified two thirds (2/3) majority
of votes of all members of the Supervisory Board present and voting at a meeting, or in writing by
all members of the Supervisory Board.

One of the members of the Supervisory Board shall be selected by the Participant as its Chairman.
The Chairman shall organize proceedings of the Supervisory Board, convoke and coordinate
meetings of the Supervisory Board and perform such other functions as determined by the
Applicable Law and the Charter or as stated in the decision of the Participant. The Chairman shall
not have a casting or veto vote.

If the Chairman is not able to attend any meeting of the Supervisory Board, the members may
appoint another member as an alternate chairman for such meeting of the Supervisory Board.

The Supervisory Board shall meet if requested to do so by the Participant, any member of the
Supervisory Board, the intemal audit committee, if any, or an external auditor, performing audit of
the Company. A request o convene a meeting of the Supervisory Board shall be made as a written
notice to the Chairman describing the proposed agenda. A meeting of the Supervisory Board shall
be convened by the Chairman as soon as reasonably practicable and in any event not later than after
thirty (30) days after receipt of a request for the meeting of the Supervisory Board.

All meetings of the Supervisory Board shall be minuted, and the minutes circulated for approval of
the members of the Supervisory Board who were present at the relevant meeting of the Supervisory
Board. The Chairman’s signature on any minutes shall be conclusive evidence of the business
transacted at a meeting of the Supervisory Board.

Meetings of the Supervisory Board can take place at any location deemed to be suitable by members
of the Supervisory Board, including out of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Any member of the
Supervisory Board may participate in any meeting of the Supervisory Board by means of telephone
conference or similar communications equipment by means of which all members of the
Supervisory Board can hear each other, if all members of the Supervisory Board participating in
such meeting shall so agree. Such participation in a meeting shall constitute presence in person at

such meeting and any vote cast in this manner shall be counted as if it were a vote cast in person in
a meeting,

ARTICLE 12
INTERNAL DOCUMENTS

To increase the efficiency and quality of the Company’s operations, the President shall be entitled
to adopt various internal documents regulating the internal activity of the Company and shall have
the right to assign the duty to prepare any such documents {o any person whether within or outside
the Company.

The President shall be responsible for the implementation of the Company's internal documents.
Internal documents shall include the following documents:
a) administrative documents (e.g. orders, directions, decisions, etc.),

b) organizational documents {(e.g. the Company’s structure, work schedule, job descriptions,
regulations, business plan, etc.),

¢) informational documents (e.g. acts, letters, staff reports and memos, minutes of production
conferences, telephone telegrams, etc.), and

d) instructions, rules, policies, procedures, templates of microcredit agreement and pledge
agreement and amendments to them, and other documents regulating and ensuring the activity
of the Company.

In the event, in future, there is any discrepancy between any Applicable Law or any internal
document of the Company, the provisions of the Applicable Law shall prevail.

Any internal document can be withdrawn or reversed by the Participant.

ARTICLE 13
CHIEF ACCOUNTANT AND INDEPENDENT AUDITOR

The chief accountant of the Company (if any) shall be appointed by the President. The chief
accountant shall be responsible for maintaining the books and financial records of the Company,
reporting to the appropriate state authorities, the Participant and the President of the Company and
for certifying completeness and accuracy of the Company’s financial statements. The chief
accountant shall meet any qualifications and requirements established by the Applicable Law, this
Charter and his/her employment agreement as well as other internal acts of the Company.

The Company shall engage an independent auditor as required by the Applicable lLaw for the
purpose of conducting an annual audit. The Company may engage an independent auditor for other
purposes, in the manner and on the terms determined by the Participant.

ARTICLE 14
FINANCIAL RECORDS, ACCOUNTING AND AUDITING

The fiscal year of the Company shall be the calendar year (from 1 January to 31 December
inclusive). The first fiscal year shall commence on the date of state registration of the Company
and end on the last day of December of the calendar year during which the state registration was
effected. '
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Financial records, statistical, accounting and periodic financial reporis of the Company shall be
prepared and, to the extent required, submitied to the competent governmental authorities, and to
any Participant in conformity with the Charter, accounting principles mandated by the Applicable
Law and internal acts of the Company. In addition, periodic financial reports shall be prepared
according to the generally accepted international accounting principles and practices.

The Company shall maintain and prepare all financial and accounting records in Russian and
English languages. If required by the Applicable Law, such records shall also be prepared in
Kazakh.

ARTICLE 15
RETENTION OF COMPANY DOCUMENTS AND INFORMATION DISCLOSURE

The President shall ensure that originals (and/or notarized copies) of the following corporate
records and documents are maintained by the Company during the whole period of the Company’s
activity:

a) the Charter, as well as all amendments and additions thereto,

b) decision on the establishment of the Company,

c) registration (re-regisiration) certificate of the Company,

d) any licenses, permits and other approvals issued to the Company in confirmation of its right to
engage in certain types of activity and/or to carry out certain actions,

e) documents confirming the Company’s rights to property reflected as assets on its balance sheet,
f} regulations of the Company’s branches and representative offices, if any,

g) lists of legal entities in which the Company owns any shares or participatory interest,

h) all decisions of the Participant,

i) all decisions, orders and any other documents issued by the President and the Supervisory
Board,

1) all materials related to the agenda of the meetings of the Supervisory Board, minutes of meetings
(resolutions adopted in absentia),

k) reports issued by any state and/or municipal authorities, including the National Bank of the
Republic of Kazakhstan,

) accounting documents, annual financial statements, documents on financial reporting filed with
the appropriate agencies,

m) all contracts and agreements.
Other documents shall be maintained in accordance with the requirements of the Applicable Law.

The Participant shall have the right to obtain from the Company any and all information, including
accounting and financial information, that the Participant may require in connection with the
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activity of the Company and, if the Participant so wishes, to examine and verify at any time the
Charter and all records, files and documents of the Company,

At the request of the Participant or a proposed purchaser of the Participatory Interest, the Company
is obliged to give information on the Company’s activity which aﬁ'ects the Participant’s interest,
including but not limited to information concerning:

a) decisions adopted by the Participant and the President and information concermng
implementation of such decisions,

b) any borrowing in the amount equal or exceeding twenty-five percent (25%) of the Company’s
owned capital,

¢) entering into a transaction or a set of related {ransactions as a result of which property in the
amount equal or exceeding twenty-five percent (25%) of the Company’s owned capital is
obtained or disposed,

d) receipt, suspension or cancellation of any licenses of the Company,

¢) sequestration of the Company’s property,

f) occurrence of emergency situations which entailed destruction of the Company’s property
whose recovery would make up ten percent (10%) or more of the total assets of the Company,

g) bringing the Company and/or its officials fo administrative liability,

h) a decision on forced reorganization,

i) audit report {if available),

j) other information that affects the Participant’s interests in accordance with this Charter.

At the written request of the Participant or a proposed purchaser of the Participatory Interest, the
Company is obliged to provide the Participant or purchaser with hard copies of the documents

indicated in Article 15.4 within ten (10) working days.

The independent auditor of the Company or any interested person shall have the right to review the

Charter of the Company including all amendments and additions thereto within a reasonable time

period.

The Company shall publish the obligatory information concerning its activities in the
‘Kazakhstanskaya Pravda’ and/or ‘Egemen Kazakhstan’ in accordance with the Applicable Law.

Should the Company maintain a corporate website, it shail publish thereon the Company’s rules on
provision of microfinance loans.

ARTICLE 16
REORGANIZATION AND LIQUIDATION

In case of the Company’s reorganization, the Participant shall approve a transfer act and separation
balance sheet, whereupon the Company shall notify its creditors of the fact of reorganization.

Reorganization of the Company may be effected in the form of a merger, accession, division, spin-
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off, and/or transformation in any manner not prohibited by the Applicable Law.

The Company may be liquidated by a decision of the Participant (voluntary liquidation) or pursuant
to a final decision of a court of competent jurisdiction to this effect (court injunction liquidation).

The liquidation of the Company shall be carried out according to the procedure established by the
Applicable Law and the Charter. The Company shall cease its existence as a legal entity upon its
exclusion from the relevant register of legal entities maintained by the authorized state body of the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

ARTICLE 17
MISCELLANEOUS

The headings of the provisions of this Charter shall not affect their interpretation.

This Charter shall enter into force upon registration of the Company with the justice authorities of
the Republic of Kazakhstan.

This Charter is made in Kazakh, Russian and English languages, all versions having equal legal
force, provided that in the event of any conflict or inconsistency between the versions, the English
version shall prevail, and the Participant shall amend the Kazakh and Russian versions to resolve
the inconsistency.
