3. Disclosure of data: Each party will only disclose personal data to each other to process strictly for the
Permitted Purpose.

4, Relationship of the parties: Except as may be specifically otherwise agreed, the parties acknowledge
that you are a controller of the Data you disclose to S&P Global Ratings and that S&P Global Ratings will
process the Data you disclose to S&P Global Ratings as a separate and independent controller strictly for
the Permitted Purpose.
